The Sound of the Bells

Without support from so many of you, the Big Lottery money and ringers
grafting, we could not have made this much progress. These have been
historic days for our bells. We can now reveal that they were delivered on
Thursday December 8th. But as they had to sojourn at the base of the
tower for three more days and with scrap metal prices so high, this was
not widely broadcast. The tower was opened on Saturday for viewing, and
the vicar blessed the bells at 2.30. When Monday the 12th came, four
local ringers and two White’'s men hauled the bells up to the clock room
with an electric hoist. From there to the ringing chamber, it was
manpower and chain hoists alone.

Gradually, each bell was lifted up through the empty frame, swung across,
and lowered into it's pit. Occasionally a ringer turned a small blue housing
on an axle end, musing how the five ball races or the only roller bearing

(on the ton-plus tenor) would feel to ring. On the 12th and 13th, new
clappers were fitted, no easy task with a long hole to thread with a pivoted
bolt, holding up a heavy clapper, with a large metal ‘hat’ over your head.
Many were the cries of ‘push’, ‘just a little more', and ‘you're nearly there,
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now PUSH!" .

The new slider boards were plumbed, drilled and bolted on, and their
sliders adjusted. Stays were fitted and the new wheel halves were tapped
together and bolted. You had to pause, to admire the craftsmanship, the
skills that are still alive, the closeness and trueness of the fit of the
joints. The tenon ends have curved chamfers on every side that lead
them into the sockets and over-reaching their crosspiece, delight the eye.
And so the toothless, empty sockets, which once made a ringing chamber,
again became -The Ringing Room. Rope holes were drilled through to the
clock room, but will have to wait for the final building work to finish,
before the next floor is exposed and the ropes can go in.

Before a lunch-time finish on Tuesday, each bell was turned to confirm
clearances and the stays were trimmed. They were checked to centre the
slider boards. To our delight, each bell in turn took it's new clapper on the
sound bow. Even through earmuffs, it was a wonderful sound. The after
‘hum’ of the bells had a depth, complexity, and yet clarity to it that
sounded tremendous and took an age to die away.

The concrete fixing the beam ends into the tower must have at least 21
clear days to achieve peak hardness. This means that there is no chance
of ringing the bells for Christmas, as the last 'mix‘ was placed on the 7th.
English Heritage are co-ordinating the architect, surveyor, and an expert
White's ringing band who will all come to conduct the essential testing.
This date has still to be set, but realistically, has to be in January.
Although the bell hanger has no problem with the static bells being
mallet-struck, it is felt that our ‘first ring’ should be properly done. We
will therefore wait until the authorities have signed off the frame as
being fully safe and requiring no further works. One of our Big Lottery
compliance criteria is to train local ringers to handle the bells - the queue
forms behind mel!

News just in is that pulley block and rope fitting will happen on Thursday
December 22nd. Because of the long rope lengths (the draught), Whites
will measure for a rope guide then, for later delivery. When fitted in the
ground floor space, the ropes will run through this to limit any "snap” or

swing. Neil Tappin

By the time you read this, we will all be on the point of entering a New
Year — a year in which Minsterworth, like the rest of the nation, will be
celebrating the diamond jubilee of our Queen Elizabeth Il1. I therefore
thought it would be interesting to look at how the village has celebrated
previous royal jubilees. | have tracked down details of two events:
Queen Victoria’'s Golden Jubilee in 1887 and Queen Elizabeth II's Silver
Jubilee in 1977.

The 50th year of Queen Victoria’s reign was marked in Minsterworth with
a public celebration on 20th June 1887. According to a local newspaper,
following a short service at St. Peter’'s Church, there were celebrations in
a large meadow belonging to Mr William Littleton (of Duni Farm).

At the entrance gate, there was an arch of evergreen, flowers and flags
with pictures of the Queen and “Long May She Reign!” About 260
parishioners sat down to dinner in a large tent, Mr Viner-Ellis presiding,
and enjoyed “the good old side of beef and plum pudding, ale and cider,
which has done so much to build up the British character.” The day was
very hot and in the words of the report “by wise foresight, the sides of
the tent were left open and the intense heat was rendered more
bear-able”.

Speeches followed extolling the Queen’s many virtues, advancements
made during her reign in the conditions of the lower and middle classes,
the arrival of the railways, cheap postage and the electric telegraph. The
health of the vicar Mr Balfour and of the Squire Mr Ellis were drunk with
great gusto and amidst cheers. The company then adjourned outside for
dancing, races run for Jubilee medals and a tug-of-war. The following
day, we are told, as many as 100 pupils at the school were treated to a
tea and festivities.

Thanks to records left us by Bert Prosser we know that, for the
coronations of Edward VIl (1902) and George VI (1937), commemorative
trees were planted in the village, but the next special celebration was for
Queen Elizabeth 1I's Silver Jubilee in 1977. Of course there are a number
of you who still remember this occasion but, for the rest of us, we still
have a copy of the printed programme of events that took place on
Monday 6th June 1977 from which we can get a good idea of what
happened. At 2pm the church bells began to ring out and, soon
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afterwards, a Jubilee river procession set out from Jayne’s landing stage.
Bedecked on board Tom Greening'’s old punt, the Jubilee Queen (Jane
Baynton) and her two attendants (Jean Cotterell and Jane Lunt) were
ferried upstream as far as the Church landing yard. At 3.30 pm there
was a service in the church, following which the cortege moved to the
village hall where a series of fun events took place. These consisted of a
children’s tea and the presentation of jubilee mugs, followed by sporting
events for both children and adults (egg-and-spoon, three-legged and
bicycle races, tug-of-war and football). A buffet tea for the adults took
place between 5 and 7 pm, following which there was dancing in the hall
until a late hour. At 10 pm a bonfire and grand firework display took
place (facilities provided by Mr E Watkins). A licensed bar operated
between 4 and 11.30 pm. As part of the celebration, a silver birch tree
was planted in the school ground.

Despite the space of almost a century, it is amazing how similar the two
jubilee celebrations appear to have been and equally how much
everybody enjoyed themselves. Let’s all make sure we have as great an
occasion as possible in 2012.

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NEWS FROM YOUR VILLAGE AGENT

Towards the end of last year, when I opened the local paper, | would read such headlines
as ‘Conmen target elderly residents’ where bogus salesmen claimed to be the police
trying to sell burglar alarms. Age UK printed a warning advising older people to be
aware of an on-line benefits service called ‘My Benefits Checker’ which offered to help
people check their benefit entitlement. If anyone was found to be missing out, the
claimant had to go through the service, and was charged at least 50% of any back
payment.

I am also surprised at the number of older people | have come across who have received
unwanted telephone sales calls. Some companies target older people, in many cases use
high pressure sales tactics to persuade them to enter into a contract. If you find yourself
in this position, and you agree to buy goods or services costing more than £35, you must
be given a written notice of a right to cancel the order. Trading Standards advises
consumers that they have 7 days from the date of receiving this written notice to cancel.
There is also a service enabling you to reduce the amount of unwanted phone calls by
registering with the telephone preference service (TPS). You can do this by ringing them
on 0845 0700707. By registering with the TPS, it becomes a legal requirement that
companies do not make unsolicited sales and marketing telephone calls to your number.
If you have any concerns about dubious sales tactics, contact Trading Standards on
08454 040506.

Remember, if you would like to check your eligibility for benefits; if you need advice on
mobility and safety aids; or if there is anything else I can help with, please give me a call.
I will put you in touch with the most appropriate person or service that will be able to
help you.

The November meeting took place on Monday 12th presided over by Chairman Richard
Few. Councillors N. Garbutt, S. King, S. Ruffley and C. Thomas were present together
with The Clerk Fiona Wallbank, County Clir. P. Awford and Boro Cllr D. Davies (both
part time) and four members of the public.

During the reports presented by Councillor Phil Awford, who said the decision on the
libraries was still pending; both he and Derek Davies gave information about the Gypsy
and Traveller Strategic Housing Land Availability Assessment (SHLAA). There is a
‘call for sites’ to which anyone can submit sites they believe capable of providing land
for Gypsy and Traveller accommodation . They do not have to be the landowners. The
SHLAA does not determine or make recommendations as to whether particular sites
should be allocated for development nor does SHLAA determine whether planning
permission should be granted. It is just one assessment used by TBC to help understand
constraints and opportunities.

This information gave rise to much discussion by the Council. As did the further
information about the Joint Core Strategy and the consultation documents, copies of
which were passed to the Council by the County CllIr. (Places where this can be viewed
by members of the public can be obtained from TBC.)

Turning to planning matters there were no new applications but it was accepted that
Pound Cottage was not a listed building but November Cottage, in Pound Lane, was.
Other listed buildings in that area were in Watery Lane. The councillors considered that
confusion arises from Watery Lane continuing from The Apple Tree through to Calcotts
Green. This would be taken up with the appropriate authorities.

A site meeting with TBC Planners was being arranged at Pound cottage. Applications
from St Peter’s PCC for construction of a toilet and cesspit had been approved as was
the application for an extension at Copse House.

The precept for 2012/13 was fixed at £6360 (an increase of 2.9%).

Appreciation for the pothole repairs in Bury Lane was expressed and attention was
drawn to the sunken manholes on the A48 needing urgent repair.

Reports were given regarding plans for celebrating the Queen’s Diamond Jubilee
following the lines for the Silver Jubilee. This, together with the Housing Needs Survey,
will be discussed at the next meeting.

It was felt by the chairman, who had attended a meeting about the Severn Estuary, that it
had been hijacked by representatives south of the river. He expressed great concern
about what will happen to land owned by Minsterworth farmers when the new flood
prevention scheme for Gloucester City pumps all its flood water into the river.

The next meeting will be held at 7.30pm on Monday 9th January 2012 in the Village

Hall. The Chairman wished all A Happy Christmas and closed the meeting at 8.50pm.
